
YouthBuild Construction & Training Program:  $618,113
Awarded by the U.S. Department of Labor, YouthBuild grant funding will provide 86 young adults with 
the opportunity to earn a national certification in construction, as well as obtain their GED.  Students 
will work side-by-side with contractors to build affordable housing for low-income families, while    
instructors and other CAA staff provide students with the supportive services and life skills training 
needed to achieve self-sufficiency.

Head Start/Early Head Start:  $1.8 million
ARRA funding will ensure that Head Start children continue to enter kindergarten having received a 
high-quality preschool education.

Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) Programming:  $2.9 million
Cincinnati Manufacturing Certifications
Low-wage and laid off workers will gain four national production certifications and be assisted with job 
placement through this 140-hour program.  It will be offered at no cost to 120 participants during its 
first year and will provide resources to cover transportation expenses.

GCMIElite Entrepreneurship Program
New business owners will receive in-depth case management and business coaching through GCMIElite,
as well as instruction in the areas of Accounting, Marketing, Information Technology, and Financial  
Education.  Eight new businesses and 14 new jobs are anticipated by the end of the program. 

Enhancing the Fatherhood Initiative 
The Fatherhood Initiative will work with 140 incarcerated fathers who are transitioning back into our 
community.  The fathers will be given the resources and tools needed to become a more active parent.

Home Weatherization Assistance Program (HWAP):  $11.4 million
Over 1,375 low– to moderate-income homes will be weatherized through March 2011.  To ensure that 
those in need are assisted, the income eligibility for the program will be raised to 200% of the Federal 
Poverty Guidelines.  22 new positions will be created to help fulfill the increased call for HWAP services.  
ARRA funding will also allow HWAP to significantly increase the amount of materials purchased from   
local businesses, as well as the amount of work contracted with local companies.
